Elite Talent- This is a very rare athlete. This player has
all of the right physical attributes you would want for
their position. The perfect size and speed. Elite talents
Are considered prototypes. Ex. Calvin Johnson (Lions)

—> Great Talent- This is the player who may not have all

of the perfect physical measurements, or speed, but

is still very skilled and works to optimize his talent. Most
Pro-bowlers and Hall of Famers fall into this category.
Ex. Steve Smith (Ravens)

Good Talent- This is the player with natural talent,
and a good skill-set, but either doesn’t do anything to
get better, or has hit a plateau.

Ex. Alex Smith (Chiefs)

> Fringe Talent- This is the player that does
Not have the physical prowess or speed.
Most likely a back up player. Someone
Who will always have to fight for a spot on
The team.
Ex. The Majority of the NFL
